Calcutta, May 20: Sistema
Shyam Teleservices Ltd,
which offers CDMA services
under the MTS brand, today
said it would engage in talks
with smartphone makers such
as Samsung and Micromax to
source handsets to expand its
data customer base.

The company earns a size-
able portion of its revenues
from data services and has 1.5
lakh data customers against 3
million voice subseribers in
Calcutta and Bengal.

The company today
launched a phone with slots
for both CDMA and GSM SIM
cards in Calcutta.

“We will bring smart-
phones to cater to the mid-
and high-level customer base.
We are building our data cus-
tomer base through smart-
phones, which we launched a
year back while our enfry-
level phones will help initial
acquisition of wvoice cus-
tomers. The top end of cus-
tomers can then be upgraded
to data,” said Sandeep Marwa-
ha, chief operating officer,
Calcutta and Bengal circle.
